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JUST THE FACTS

HARBS SAYS

¢ The Baltimore Ravens kick off their preseason schedule on Thursday,
Aug. 13 at M&T Bank Stadium in a 7:30 p.m. matchup against the New
Orleans Saints. This marks head coach John Harbaugh'’s eighth season in
Baltimore, where the Ravens have produced an 82-45 overall record (72-
40 regular season) under his guidance. Impressively, Baltimore’s 82 total
victories since Harbaugh’s 2008 arrival rank as the NFL's second most.

* The 2014 Ravens finished with a 10-6 regular season record en route to
earning their sixth playoff berth in seven years. Baltimore is one of four
teams (GB, Ind. & NE) to make the playoffs six times since 2008.

e Last season, Baltimore finished third in the AFC North behind the
Steelers (11-5) and Bengals (10-5-1) before going on to capture a 30-17
victory at Pittsburgh in the Wild Card round. The Ravens’ bid to reach
their fourth AFC Championship game under coach Harbaugh was cut
short in New England, where Baltimore fell to the eventual Super Bowl
Champion Patriots, 35-31, after holding two 14-point leads during a
thrilling Divisional Playoff battle.

e Following Thursday’s preseason game, the Ravens will travel to
Philadelphia on Tuesday evening (Aug. 18) to practice against the Eagles for
three days (Aug. 19-21). These joint sessions lead up to Baltimore’s second
preseason game on Saturday, Aug. 22 (7 p.m.) at Lincoln Financial Field.

* The remainder of the Ravens’ preseason schedule includes a “Beltway
Battle” vs. the Redskins in Charm City (Aug. 29), followed by a finale at
Atlanta on Sept. 3. Baltimore then kicks off the 2015 regular season with
back-to-back road games, opening at Denver (Sept. 13) and then traveling
to Oakland (Sept. 20).

“We’'re to the point where there’s a lot of momentum. After eight years
of certain principles and methods and beliefs, it becomes our way of
doing it. And the older players, it’s their way. Terrell Suggs was talking to
the guys the other day about how we practice in training camp, saying
that nobody practices like us in training camp. That’s not coming from the
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coach. That’s coming from Terrell Suggs. And that, obviously, is powerful.

WHAT’S GOING ON?

John Harbaugh has led the Ravens to 82 total victories (including
playoffs), producing the NFL's second-most wins since his 2008 Baltimore
arrival. During Harbaugh’s tenure, the Ravens have posted 72 regular
season victories, tied (Pit.) for the league’s third most. Baltimore has also
produced an NFL-high 10 playoff wins, appeared in three AFC Title games
and captured Super Bow! XLVII in 2012 under Harbaugh’s watch.

You made the switch from receiver to safety in college.
Do you credit your ball-hawking ability to your days on
offense? “Yes, absolutely. In high school, | played receiver
and DB, but my ball-hawking comes from my receiver
days. | go up and attack the ball as a receiver would.”

Dean Pees called you an “intelligent football player” and said you
are taking command of the safety group. What is the best asset you
bring to the team? “My ball-hawking would be my best ability. My
knowledge of the game and knowing how opposing offenses want to
attack a defense are my second-best abilities.”

Is there any particular play —including high school and college — that
stands out as your favorite? “My favorite play was in high school.
When | was playing receiver in a playoff game, | went up between
three defenders and grabbed the ball in the end zone for a touchdown
to win a big playoff game and move us into the next round.”

back into it and graduate from there. As far as the community, we
would go out every day with my mom and my grandma to help get
our neighborhood back into place.”

As a criminal justice major, what would be your dream job if football
wasn’t an option? “I majored in criminal justice, but | love football. So,
coaching is always dear to my heart. | want to have a son, and | want to
be able to coach him at some point in time. That would be one of my
dream jobs, because | love football.”

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MMQB.com’s Peter King on ranking the Ravens No. 1 in his offseason poll:

“Why? | trust John Harbaugh to find answers in a league devoid of a truly great team. | trust
the running game to take pressure off Joe Flacco until he develops chemistry with new
receivers, and | trust Dean Pees to replace Haloti Ngata with a combination platter of front-
seven changeups. This is a battle-tested team that had two 14-point playoff leads in Foxboro
last January. | just think the Ravens will find a way.”

NFL.com’s Elliot Harrison on ranking head coach John Harbaugh
No. 3 on his list of NFL head coaches:

“Harbaugh’s run in Baltimore rivals that of the best coaches of all
time. While it might be hard to think of him in such lofty terms,
consider that the Ravens have made the postseason in six of
Harbaugh’s seven seasons at the helm, nabbing a Lombardi Trophy
in the 2012 season, to boot. He’s also 10-5 all-time in the playoffs.”

Ravens owner Steve Bisciotti on the personalities of Ozzie
Newsome and John Harbaugh:

“They are emotionally intelligent people — people you know
you're going to like soon after you meet them. They are respected
and respectful. It’s hard to put into words, but you know it when
you see it, and these two have that type of intelligence.”

NFL.com’s Albert Breer on the Ravens’ strengths:
“Health-permitting, the offensive line will return intact from last
year, which would be a first in the 20-year history of the franchise.
And the defensive line has a fleet of young studs led by Brandon
Williams and Timmy Jernigan that should be able to make up
for the loss of Haloti Ngata. Add that up, and it fits into what
the Ravens always strive to be: A team that’s most comfortable
dragging games into a dark alley and winning them there.”

Denver Broncos head coach and former Ravens offensive
coordinator Gary Kubiak on the Ravens:

“John [Harbaugh] does a tremendous job. He’s a hell of a coach.
They’re very well-built coaching-wise, with [defensive coordinator]
Dean Pees and a lot of experience of their staff. Ozzie [Newsome]
is the most impressive man I've ever been around in pro football,
and I've been around some good ones. And to watch him work,
to watch him work in the draft, to watch him handle the football
team and to watch him work with John, | can’t say enough. You
can see why that organization is very, very consistent.”

WR Steve Smith Sr. on the expectation of winning in Baltimore:
“There’s a precedent set by the organization that is set by its
performance year-in and year-out. | think the expectation is [to
go] deep in the playoffs, and if there’s not [a run like that], then
people get the sense that it wasn’t a successful season. | think
that shows what the standard is in Baltimore.”

OLB Elvis Dumervil on teammate OLB Terrell Suggs:

“He’s a student of the game. | think more than his physical gifts, |
think he’s a really smart player, and his awareness is really [keen].
At this point, even if his physical [attributes] started to diminish,
[his mind] will carry him out, because he’s a smart football player.”

CBSSports.com’s Jason La Canfora on QB Joe Flacco:

“He has become one of the greatest playoff quarterbacks of this,
or any, generation, winning games (road games in particular)
and protecting the football to a degree few in the history of the
game have achieved. He has gone from someone who needed
training wheels and oodles of talent around him (in the run and
passing game) since making the jump from the NCAA FCS ranks to
someone who now is charged with elevating the play of everyone
around him. ... Now more than ever — with Ray Lewis and Ed Reed
even further removed from their reign in the Ravens’ locker room
and with old heads like Terrell Suggs possibly in their final seasons
here — this is Flacco’s team, Flacco’s franchise.”

Grantland’s Robery Mays on G Marshal Yanda:

“I'd be willing to argue that aside from J.J. Watt and Aaron
Rodgers, no one in the league had a more comfortable margin
as the best player at his position than Yanda. Last season
was Yanda’s fourth trip to the Pro Bowl, and in 2014 he was
a wrecking crew. Watching Yanda in the run game last season
was something to behold. In some ways, you can’t even call
it a clinic because so much of it wouldn’t translate to another
person. There are so many hip checks and tiny leverage ploys
that are singular products of one man’s ingenuity. The one part
of Yanda’s game that is transferable is the way he just never
stops. His eyes are constantly downfield, and his feet are always
moving in the direction of the play. He really is the perfect zone-
blocking guard. ... It’s pretty simple. Right now, no offensive
lineman is dominating the line of scrimmage like he is.”

RB Justin Forsett on being even more motivated this season:
“The hunger that | have now is actually more than | had last
year, believe it or not. Even in free agency, there were still a lot
of doubters, still issues with size, speed and other stuff — even
after I've shown throughout my whole career that when | get an
opportunity, I’ve been able to do well. I'm always going to have
that fire, always going to have that chip on my shoulder.”

NFL.com’s Bucky Brooks on DT Brandon Williams:

“It’s uncommon for nose tackles to garner widespread
recognition for their efforts on the front line, but Williams has
created a buzz in league circles as an emerging force at the
point of attack. The 6-foot-1, 335-pounder wreaks havoc with
his rugged playing style and explosive power. Williams excels at
occupying multiple blockers in the middle, allowing linebackers
C.J. Mosley and Daryl Smith to flow freely to the ball. Most
importantly, Williams is the centerpiece of an ultra-aggressive
D-line that only surrendered 3.6 rushing yards per attempt in
2014, a figure that ranked third among NFL defenses.”

e Saints ILB Dannell Ellerbe signed as a rookie free agent with the Ravens
in 2009 and started for their Super Bowl!

e Ravens CB Kyle Arrington and Saints CB Brandon Browner were
teammates in New England in 2014 and members of the Patriots’
Super Bowl XLIX Championship team.

In 2014, senior NFL writer Rick Gosselin of The Dallas Morning News
ranked the Ravens’ special teams unit No. 5 in the league in his
annual comprehensive ratings system that is based on 22 categories,
assigning points according to each standing — 1 for best, 32 for worst.
In 2013, Gosselin also ranked the Ravens’ unit No. 5, and in 2012, he
awarded them the No. 2 spot (behind Minnesota).

RAVENS THRIVE W/ ROSBURG

Special teams coordinator/associate head coach
Jerry Rosburg, a 36-year coaching veteran, has
guided a strong special teams group since arriving
in Baltimore in 2008.

e Dating back to 2011, Baltimore has 7 total kick
return TDs (3 PR & 4 KOR), ranking as the NFL's most.

e In 2012’s Super Bowl season, the Ravens’ ST units excelled. Led
by Pro Bowl RS Jacoby Jones, Baltimore ranked first in the NFL in
kickoff return average (27.3), also setting a team record. Jones, who
became the first player ever to record dual KORs of at least 105
yards in a career, tied for a league-leading 3 kick return TDs (2 KORs
& 1 PR) and averaged an NFL-best 30.7 yards per kickoff return.
Jones also tied an NFL record for longest KOR in Super Bowl history
with his 108-yard KOR-TD. (In 2014’s Week 9 game at Pittsburgh,
Jones added another 108-yard KOR-TD to his stellar resume and
now has 4 total KOR-TDs over 100 yards during his career.)

e Led by Jones, the Ravens owned the NFLs best kickoff return
average (28.3) in 2014. (His 30.6 mark stood No. 2 in the league.)
Impressively, Baltimore has ranked in the NFL Top 5 in KOR average
four times over the past seven seasons.

e In 2014, P Sam Koch produced the NFLs No. 3 gross average
(47.4) and No. 1 net average (43.3), setting the Ravens’ single-
season records for each.

e Pro Bowl K Justin Tucker, who Rosburg scouted and helped
sign as a rookie free agent, owns the NFL's second-most FGs (97)
since entering the league in 2012. “Tuck” has connected on 97 of
108 FGAs to post an 89.81 success rate, the best mark in league
history. He was 29-0f-34 (84.4%) in 2014, with his 5 misses coming
from 54, 54, 55, 57 & 64 (blocked). In 2013, Tucker set franchise
records in FGs made (38) and FGs attempted (41). Going 38-0f-41
on FGAs, he produced a franchise-record 140 points.

e Prior to Baltimore, Rosburg built a successful NFL special teams
resume with both the Browns (2001-06) and Falcons (2007). Under
his leadership, Cleveland’s special teams units were consistently
ranked among the NFLs best. Over a five-year span (2002-06),
the Browns’ special teams were ranked as the top NFL unit in Rick
Gosselin’s annual comprehensive special teams report.

e Four Ravens players have earned Pro Bowl honors while playing
for Rosburg: ST Brendon Ayanbadejo (2008), K Billy Cundiff (2010),
RS Jacoby Jones (2012) and K Justin Tucker (2013).

TAKES THE “O”

Marc Trestman was hired as the Ravens’ offensive
coordinator on Jan. 20, replacing Gary Kubiak.
Trestman, the former Chicago Bears’ head coach
(2013-14), is a 30-year coaching veteran who has
19 years of NFL coaching experience, including
eight as an offensive coordinator (see chart below).
During his time in the NFL, he has helped teams to eight playoff
appearances, two conference championship games and a Super
Bowl berth (XXXVII as offensive coordinator of the Raiders).

¢ In the five seasons prior to his Chicago arrival, Trestman was a
head coach in the Canadian Football League, leading the Montreal
Alouettes to back-to-back Grey Cup Championships in 2009 and
2010. He was named the CFL’s Coach of the Year in 2009.

e In its first year (2013) under Trestman, Chicago’s “O” posted
several records by gaining a franchise-best 6,109 net yards. The air
attack also set single-season records in net passing yards (4,281),
completion pct. (64.4), passing TDs (32) and passer rating (96.9).
The 2013 Bears also set a franchise mark with 344 first downs
gained and finished second in team history with 445 points.

e QBs Jay Cutler and Josh McCown had career seasons in 2013.
McCown set franchise records in passer rating (109.0), completion
percentage (66.5) and lowest INT percentage (0.4), while Cutler
finished second in franchise single-season history with a 63.1
completion percentage and sixth with a career-best 89.2 QB rating.
e In 2013, Pro Bowl RB Matt Forte ranked second in the NFL with
1,339 rushing yards and was third in yards from scrimmage (1,933),
while Pro Bowl WRs Alshon Jeffery & Brandon Marshall were sixth
and 11th, respectively, in NFL receiving yards. (Jeffery’s 1,421 yards
were second in Chicago annals, and Marshall’s 1,295 were fifth).

STARTS UP FRONT FOR “O”

In 2015, the Ravens return their entire starting offensive line from 2014, marking the first time in team history that all five starters will
return to play together in the trenches. In 2014, Baltimore’s O-line unit was masterful. Here are a few notes about the standout group:

e Permitted just 19 sacks, the second fewest in team history (17 in 2006) and in the NFL last season (Denver, 17).
e The unit helped protect QB Joe Flacco, who posted a career best in passing yards (3,986) and TD passes (27).
* RB Justin Forsett produced a career-high 1,266 rushing yards (NFLs fifth most) and led the league with a team-record 17 rushes of 20-

plus yards, earning his first Pro Bowl.

e According to STATS, the Ravens’ O-line posted a 72.1 “production index” score in 2014, the NFL’s fourth-best mark.
e The Ravens allowed just .033 sacks per pass play in 2014, ranking as the NFLs second-best figure.
